Ft Hancock ISD will accomplish this by Cultivating Talent, Building Community 
and Re-imagining Learning including, Family/Community resource centers, adult 
literacy and GED programs, parent liaisons, and home visits that will help 
improve parenting skills. Families/guardians will meet with district personnel at 
least once a year to review and revise the district and campus family 
engagement plans.  Such meetings will be scheduled at convenient times and 
locations to support active participation in the comprehensive review of the 
plans and family engagement programs. Families will be informed about the 
meetings through multiple communication methods.

a) Ft. Hancock ISD is committed to building trust and

partnerships with families to better understand the state’s
academic content standards, Texas Pre- K Guidelines, TEKS
(Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills) and state and local
academic assessments (i.e. ​ ​CIRCLE​, STAAR, TELPAS and
Learning Assessments). The Title I program requires the
monitoring of a student’s progress to develop the whole
learner. School-Family event ​s ​(In person and/ or using a
virtual platform) parent-teacher conferences, written or
electronic  communication (i.e. report cards or progress
reports) may be used to serve this purpose.

b) Ft. Hancock ISD campuses will provide materials and targeted
training as needed in order to empower families to support
their children at home to improve overall achievement. A
variety of programs and materials will be offered for parents/
guardians based on the identified needs of each campus.

with the assistance of parents, in the value and utility of contributions of

parents, and in how to reach out to, communicate with, and work with

parents as equal partners, implement and coordinate parent programs,

and build ties between parents and the school.

d) ​Coordinate and integrate, to the extent feasible and appropriate,

family engagement strategies under other programs, such as the Head

Start program, Reading First program, and other relevant programs. The

department also encourages schools and Local Education Agencies to

develop appropriate roles for community organizations.

Ft Hancock ISD will conduct an annual evaluation survey to
identify strengths and growth opportunities for the procedures in 
place.

These plans will be used by
campus leadership teams to outline the activities that will 
address their specific needs to ensure that every student enters 
with a promise and exits with a purpose.

The campus principal will 
then request Title I funding approval for the designated family 
engagement activities.
